Notice 
The Aycock Neighborhood 

Association board considered 
possibilities regarding  a pool of money 
that the neighborhood received  from 
the City of Greensboro in 2006 for 
helping market a home at 711 Park 
Ave. The initial intention was to use 
the amount ($3,000.00) to start a 
revolving fund to offer grants for the 
rehabilitation of neighborhood 
properties.  However, board minutes 
from that time  do not specify any 
guidelines to distribute or 
replenishment the funds.  The money 
has been kept in a separate sub-
account from the Aycock General Fund  

   
The General Fund account is 

replenished by fund -raising activities 
such as donations, the annual luminaria 
event, and other fund -raisers.  It is 
used to pay for items that municipal 
service district (MSD) fees do not cover 
such as welcome baskets for new 
neighbors, Dogi-Pot station refill bags, 
the fees to host the Aycock website, 
and the quarterly ne wsletter.   
 

The Aycock board solicited 
information and presented possible 
options during the March, April, May 
and June 2013 board meetings (see 
archived board meeting minutes on 
www.historicaycock.org  for det ails).   

 
During the December 2, 2013 

board meeting, the board voted 
unanimously to release the fund from 
its original restrictions and make it 
available in the Aycock General Fund 
account on the condition that the 
property owners are notified via the 
list serv and the newsletter.

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Seven Tips for Preparing for Winter

1. The Centers for Disease Control recommends that you dress in layers, with the outer layer tightly woven 
and preferably wind resistant.  Adults and children should wear:  

¶ a hat 

¶ a scarf or knit mask to cover face and mouth 

¶ sleeves that are snug at the wrist 

¶ mittens (they are warmer than gloves) 

¶ water-resistant coat and shoes 

¶ several layers of loose-fitting clothing  

Be sure to stay dry, too - wet clothing chills the body 
rapidly. Excess perspiration will increase heat loss, so 
remove extra layers of clothing whenever you feel too 
warm.  

2. The CDC recommends you take certain fire 
prevention steps also. Here are some of their tips:  

¶ Store a multipurpose, dry chemical fire 
extinguisher near the area to be heated. 

¶ Do not burn paper in a fireplace. 

¶ Ensure adequate ventilation by opening an interior door or slightly opening a window if you must use a 
kerosene heater. 

¶ Use only the type of fuel your heater is designed to use - don't substitute. 

¶ If your heater has a damaged electrical cord or produces sparks, don't use it. 

¶ Use fireplaces, wood stoves, and other combustion heaters only if they are properly vented to the 
outside and do not leak flue gas into the indoor air space. Make sure chimneys and flues are cleaned 
periodically. 

¶ Do not place a space heater near things that may catch on fire, such as drapes, furniture, or bedding.  
 

3. Install a smoke detector and a battery-operated carbon monoxide detector. Test the batteries each month,  
and replace them twice a year. 

  
4. Weather-proof your home because extremely cold weather is always possible. 

 
5. Prepare your car for the possibility of a winter weather emergency.  

 
6. Stock up on emergency supplies now, in case a storm hits. 

 
7. And when a storm hits, staying indoors (and off the roadways) can help reduce the risk of falls on ice and

Traditional Neighborhood Development 
New Communities Mimic Historic Design Elements 
 
This is very cool!  
 
New communities are purposely developing communities that mimic historic districts, down to 

the alleyways running along the rear of the properties.  What’s old is new again! 
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In the Know:  Certificates of Appropriateness

The Historic Preservation Guidelines pertain not only to private property, but also to areas in the public 
right-of-way such as streets, sidewalks and parks.  The City of Greensboro and utility companies such as Duke 
Energy and AT&T are required to submit COA applications when performing certain enhancements.  The goal 
is to maintain the period character of the public streetscape without hindering access to modern conveniences.   
Letôs review those guidelines. 
 

Streets, sidewalks, parks, and other public spaces are important parts of the neighborhood setting.  The 
public right-of-way has evolved and changed over time, but much of the early twentieth century appearance 
and character remains in the historic districts.  For instance most streets retain their original granite curbs and 
brick gutters, with a grass strip separating the street from the sidewalk.  Neighborhood streets are usually two 
lanes wide and somewhat narrow compared with current standards.  Mature shade trees along many streets 
provide a green canopy.  On some streets, standard streetlights have been replaced by decorative lighting 
fixtures of a more human scale, adding to the pedestrian character of the districts.  Future changes should 
maintain this character.  

ω Using pedestrian-scale decorative streetlights typically constructed of cast iron, 
fiberglass, or aluminum helps to maintain the historic character of the street. 
ω Other than what is required for traffic and pedestrian safety, keeping traffic 

signage in the public right-of-way to a minimum helps to avoid obstructing the 
appearance of the street. 
ω Playground equipment is a typical feature of public parks and the design and 

coloring should strive to blend in with the park surroundings. 
 
The following projects DO NOT require a COA: 
 
ω Street patching when the pavement material is the same and granite curbs and brick 

gutters are retained. 

ω Repair or replacement of sidewalks and concrete curbs and gutters when the design, 
dimensions, and materials will be maintained. 
ω Pavement markings. 
ω Replacement of substandard utility poles and wires with like number and kind. 

ω Installation and maintenance of traffic and parking signs. 
ω Repair or replacement of underground utilities. 
ω Maintenance and repair of streetlights, signals and related equipment. 

 
The following projects DO require a COA: 
 
The City of Greensboro, Duke Power and other utility companies, and private contractors are required to obtain 
a Certificate of Appropriateness before undertaking work that would affect the appearance of the public right-
of-way. 
 
ω Widening or realignment of streets. 
ω Construction, repair, or replacement of granite curbs and brick gutters. 
ω Construction of bicycle paths and walking trails. 
ω Construction of new sidewalks. 
ω Construction of new streets or the resurfacing of existing streets and sidewalks. 
ω Construction, rehabilitation, or removal of bridges and approaches. 
ω The addition of utility poles and wires, traffic signals and equipment, above ground telecommunications 

equipment, and similar items in the public right-of-way. 

ω Pruning or removing trees along utility lines. 

ω Adding street lighting and street name signs.   In the Know - Cont. on Page 5

ω Installation of street furniture such as benches, trash cans, 
mailboxes, and newspaper racks in the public right-of-way. 

ω Work in city parks, including installation or replacement of 
playground equipment, construction or repair of bridges, steps, 
paths, removal of trees, adding benches and tables, and installing 
new lighting, park benches and decorative trash receptacles, when 
not placed in the public right-of-way. 

 
This chapter in the Historic District Guidelines emphasizes that it 

takes all of us (property owners along with private and public companies) 
to maintain the historic character of our neighborhood and continue to 
make it a desirable place to live.  As always, if you have concerns or 
questions, please contact Mike Cowhig (Mike.Cowhig@greensboro-nc.gov) 
or Stefan-leih Geary (Stefan.Geary@greensboro-nc.gov) of the City of 
Greensboro Planning and Community Development.

The Original O. Henry Hotel on North Elm 

Did you know that Annie Oakley stayed at the original O. Henry 
Hotel in the early 1920? 

Hereôs something else you may not know:  it was built in 1919 on the 
southwest corner of North Elm and Bellemeade Street on the site of what 
today is the Bellemeade parking deck.  In its day it was one of the finest 
hotels downtown with 300 rooms.  Its heyday, unfortunately, was over by 
the 1970s and the O. Henry was empty and finally demolished in 1979. 

Greensboroôs most talented architect, Charles C. Hartmann (1897 ï 
1977) first visited the city in the late teens and supervised the construction 
of the O. Henry Hotel.  He later worked on the Jefferson Standard life 
insurance companyôs new office tower.  The Jefferson Standard building is 
now Lincoln Financial.
